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due to this discrimination. Recently, Junji Ito receiving
worldwide recognition may have managed to nudge forward
the position of horror manga a tiny bit, but I still feel like horror
manga as a genre is something only specific aficionados can
truly enjoy. (Incidentally, I'm a huge fan of America's

EC Comics from the 19505.)

‘Thus, I'm very intrigued and overjoyed to learn that people from
other countries love Japanese horror manga too.

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— Afterword —

Thus far, my works have been translated into Chinese and
Korean, and one volume into French, but nothing's ever been
translated into English..until now.

I'm s0 happy! Thank you very much for reading this.

There have been several horror manga movements throughout
Japanese history. The third boom came in the 90, where over
10 different horror manga magazines were in publication at
the same time. This manga, “Wonder House of Horrors," was
serialized for two years within a magazine called “Kyofu no
Yakata" published by Leed. I created it with the idea that it
would fit into the horror subgenres of horror comedy' or black
comedy'. This initial volume was originally supposed to be
followed by a second one... But at the time, several bizarre
murders committed by minors in Japan caused society to
become stricter against horror manga for children, and the third
boom ended. One by one, the horror magazines died out, and
“Kyofu no Yakata was discontinued before I could ever publish
the second volume.

Now, in 2023, there isnt a single horror manga magazine
being pub-lished in Japan. Many horror manga artists existed
back during the horror bubble, but these days only a few true
“horror authors" remain. The manga industry itself has very
little respect for the horror genre, and horror manga works
have experienced a lot of discrimination for supposedly being
inflammatory, vulgar and exploitative.

Both Kazuo Umezu, the Japanese god of horror manga, and
Hideshi Hino, the Japanese king of horror manga, have suffered
